Annual General Meeting of the Kennington Gardens Society

Minutes
1. Philip Moore welcomed people to the AGM of Kennington Gardens Society. Apologies were received from Jill Johnston, Johnny Male, Betty Severn and Julia Battersby.

Chairman’s report

3. Philip Moore reviewed the past year for the Society, highlights of which included:

· Completing work on the constitution

· Setting up the KGS website. The website had over 400 separate users. The brochure would be uploaded onto the site and there would be a ‘problem page’ for gardeners’ questions

· 169 members had renewed their subscription and there were 17 new members

· A very good set of talks, for example ones on guerrilla gardening, pests and diseases and Jane Packer floristry

· Setting up a good programme of talks and visits for next year, including a visit to Lambeth Endowed garden and a guided tour of Kennington Park.

· Two enjoyable shows, trying out a new venue (Roots and Shoots) for the summer show, which worked well

Treasurer’s report
4. Robert Buxton presented the Treasurer’s report on behalf of Johnny Male. It had been a very good year for the society, with exceptional income of £1,378.81. Speakers had become more expensive but given income and reserves they were still affordable. Attendees asked about the charitable status of the Society, and advised that if charitable status would be of interest, the Durning Library committee could advise on this.

5. Dilys Cossey proposed and Sally Gainsborough seconded the election of Philip Moore as chairman of the Society. This would be Philip’s final year as chairman and he would be stepping down at the end of 2011. 

6. Philip thanked Jill Johnston, who was stepping down from the committee, for her excellent contribution to the Society over many years, and welcomed Mercia Gick, who had kindly volunteered to join the committee. 

7. The committee was elected en bloc, proposed by Sally Gainsborough and seconded by Veronica Ledwith.
